1. Call to Order:  Paul Lanzikos called the meeting to order at 8:40 AM.

2. Report on State Leadership Group: Kay Bierwiler
The group held its first meeting on Monday, September 26, and will continue to meet quarterly.  The group accepted the Data & Outcomes measures; discussed the priorities and vision for the ADRC’s; agreed there should be basic standard operating procedures; and that there should no be reconfiguration each time there is change in funding.  There is a sense that there is not a clear vision for the ADRC’s.

3. Fiscal Review of the ADRCGNS:  Paul Lanzikos
Paul distributed several documents: the Options & NACS Budget Narratives; Options statistics; and the ADRC Income Statement for 15 months ending September 11.  Paul noted that funding for the Coordinator will run out at the end of November 2011.  
Following discussion on contract management for Options, Mary Margaret will explore the ILCNSCA assuming the task; if it is not possible Paul Crowley agreed to GLSS assuming the responsibility.  
Following discussion on the funding for the coordinator position, there was consensus to maintain the position until June 30, 2012 with funding divided between the Leadership Members.  A plan for FY13 will need to be developed.
4. Options Counseling Program/Brochure:  Carol Suleski 
Carol distributed the new brochure and gave an update on Options Activities.   
Paul will set up a teleconference to discuss the Options Work Plan priorities. 

5. ADRCGNS Strategic Plan: Patricia Cox
Materials sent in advance.  Mary Margaret asked that the NCIL self-evaluation sent to the group be completed and returned to Patricia.  

Paul Crowley will join the committee which includes Kay Bierwiler, Paul Lanzikos, Bob Wakefield, and Mary Margaret Moore.  Patricia will send an E-mail with possible dates for a Teleconference.  
6. Annual Conference Update:  Patricia Cox

A summary report and recommendations for the 2012 Annual Conference were sent in advance.  Following discussion the recommendations for the 2012 event were accepted.  It was agreed there should be better outreach to those who are deaf and hard of hearing.
7. Project Updates:  
GNS on the Move:  Minutes from October Committee meeting sent in advance.  A work group is in formation to review and improve the content of the GNSOTM section of the ADRCGNS Web site.

Duals Eligible under 65:  Paul reported it is active in implementation.

Over the Rainbow Coalition:  Paul reported the group is expanding to Mystic Valley.  In partnership with Salem State, there will be an event on March 16, 2012.
8. CLASS Update:  Mary Margaret reported there is a lot of telephone activity, and the outcome is unclear.  

9. Additions to the Agenda
Dan O’Leary reported Mystic Valley and Somerville-Cambridge Elder Services will apply for 3026.  The ADRCGNS agreed to support the application of Mystic Valley.  The hospitals involved are: Cambridge Health Alliance and Hallmark Health System.
